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Abstract: This paper studied vocabulary teaching from the angle of rhetoric. First a survey was conducted among the 107
students of Grade 2005 from the College of Foreign Languages of Hunan Agricultural University. Take Comprehensive
English Course teaching for example, a comparative experiment of vocabulary teaching was conducted among 60 students
of Grade 2007: to Class A traditional methods of vocabulary teaching was adopted while the same teacher Class B helped
students to learn vocabulary from the angle of rhetoric. The result showed that the richer a teacher’s knowledge of rhetoric
is, the more seriously and more skillfully a teacher makes preparation for a class, the better effect of vocabulary teaching
it is. Thus it is requested that teachers should study rhetoric and analyze the text from the perspective of rhetoric and
students should learn rhetoric in order to have a good command of vocabulary by analyzing the minor difference between
synonyms, recognizing varieties of sentences and figures of speech and organizing a paragraph. Its aim is to stimulate
students’ initiative to learn English and help students to express themselves freely and correctly so that they can lay a good
foundation for further study.
