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Consuming behavior of new peasant-workers and the hindrances concerned:
Based on the questionnaire survey of 783 new peasant-workers in Nangjing

Abstract: Based on the questionnaire survey of 783 new peasant-workers in Nanjing, we find that their consuming
behavior could be affected by factors like income, family structure, personal characteristics and so on. Their behaviors in
peer group showed a strong convergence in the city, and they paid attention to the consumption in the level of spiritual
culture, such as entertainment and education. Consumption was the means to construct social identity. The new
peasant-workers chose the mode of consumption, in fact that they constructed social identity of self-identification.
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
