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Features and trends of Chinese village’s economic and social development

Abstract: This paper analyzes the features and trends Chinese villages’ economic and social development, which is
mainly based on the continuous observation data about more than 20 000 households and 360 villages in the national
rural fixed observation points during 1986-2013. This paper finds out: Village population is aging, but it is still in the
demographic dividend phase, and the demographic dividend will end around the year 2030; labor force participation rate
has dropped, and off farm employment is expanding; farmers' incomes rapidly increase and their wage is playing a
prominent role in the increasing of their income, and farmers' income disparities within villages; the level of consumption
is constantly improving and the share of income and Engel continues to decline, health and cultural service expenditure
proportion increases rapidly; the village infrastructure condition has improved, and social undertakings rapidly develop,
and the quality of life of farmers has improved significantly; the village economic development speed slows down, and
the proportion of village economy in national economy declines, and village hollow issues have highlighted; village
collective economy is expanding, but the share of collective operating income has decreased significantly, and the village
collective economic development is significant differentiating.
