On China’s Teaching Reform of College English from “Human-oriented”
thoughts of Marxism and Maslow
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Abstract: The idea of “Human-oriented” can be found both in the Historical Materialism and Scientific Socialism of
Marxism. Abraham Harold Maslow, who presented the Theory of Need Level, is the pioneer of Humanistic Psychology,
which is based also on humanism, and later formed the theory of humanistic education. We can combine these two
thoughts, from the philosophic level and concrete operative level, into Human-oriented. Meanwhile, most of the principles
in China’s teaching reform of college English are revealed in the College English Curriculum Requirements. Based on the
analysis of these principles, the authors hold the idea that these principles, such as leveling, personalizing, autonomous,
taking students as the center, taking teachers as the dominant and combine progressive assessment and final assessment,

meet the requirement of human’s development, which is the essential idea of human-oriented. So these principles can
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guide the teaching reform of college English in China to be more successful.
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
