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Developing sequence of Marxist people's livelihood thought in China
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Abstract: The developing sequence of Marxist people’s livelihood thought can be divided into four stages (period of
formation, period of development, enriching period and perfecting period) according to the main problems and tasks in
different period. Its main content is to pay attention to people's lives, care about people's interests, emphasize on people's
development. The principle of people’s livelihood thought developed from the “caring for the people’s interest daily and
hourly”, “gradually improving people’s life on the basis of the development of production” to “providing continuously
people with tangible benefits”, and finally to “striving to ensure that all people be taught, be rewarded, be medical treated
when getting sick, be supported when getting old and be shielded” and gradually improved. The common denominator is
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people's interests first.
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
