Ji-bo compiled Required Readings for Chinese Classics for middle school students in 1924. The book was
well-ordered in structure and strict-selected in writings so that it became one of popular readings to spread Chinese
Classics at that time. Qian Ji-bo emphasized the key role of literature and edited General Statement of Literature as
volume 1. Volume 2, Introduction of National Cultural Heritage was edited according to the thought of classification
of Chinese Classics. The Required Readings for Chinese Classics is thought to be a kind of rethink and reference to
today's Chinese Classics Craze.
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
