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"Three agriculture™ from the historical materialism viewpoint discrimination

Abstract: Based on historical materialism of Marxism, this paper analyzed the one-sidedness of “traditional agriculture is
low-efficiency industries, farmers is the a group with low quality, and rural areas is of inefficiency”. Because people did
not recognize the relationships between China's traditional agriculture and family farming and modern agricultural,
China's traditional agriculture was considered to be unproductive. Ignoring farmers’contribution in the Chinese
democratic revolution, socialist construction and reform, traditional Chinese farmers was regarded as the group with low
quality. Unifying the efficiency measures indicators between urban and rural areas led to the misunderstanding of the
efficiency of rural area.
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
