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Growth influence factors analysis to miniature enterprise established by returning
migrant workers Based on 269 questionnaires of Hunan province

Abstract: Miniature enterprises established by returning migrant workers play an important role in rural economy; its
growth can be divided into operating growth, production growth and reserve growth. Based on the survey data of 269
business migrants of Lanshan, Anhua, Jiahe and Yueyang county, Hunan province, used Multiple Logistic regression
analysis method, this paper analyzed the influencing factors and found that: These factors like entrepreneurs'
communication skills, operation and management ability, opportunity recognition ability, the market share, price
advantage, family labor, family burden, government's support and cooperation organization had significant influence on
operating growth. These factors including entrepreneurs' experience skills, employees' work efficiency, employee
turnover rate, employee training, family labor, family burden and banks’ support had significant influence on production
growth. These factors such as entrepreneurs' education level, employee training, market share, the enterprise culture,
family labor, family burden and government's support had significant influence on reserve growth.
