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Three major theoretic grounds for the community correction

Abstract: There are three major theoretic grounds for the community correction, including community, new school of
criminal theory and criminal rationality. The realistic foundation of the community correction lies in the community and
the connotation of community enlightenment is the guarantee of smooth correct implementation. The current model of the
community correction in China is top-down in nature. It is led, organized, coordinated by the government. Meanwhile, it
is also a correction model of the community participation, correction, and assistance. This type of correction model is
suitable to China’s national conditions and satisfies the requirements of the community correction development track. The
new school of criminal theory holds that community correction is beneficial to the realization of crime prevention. They
emphasize on criminal policy of criminal law in dealing with offences. The relationship between this new school and the
community correction is analogical to the relationship between roots and leaves. The community correction is originated
from the new school of criminal theory. In contrast, criminal rationality treats a man as a human and makes man into man.
It influences the correct direction of the community correction ideologically and is the source of value to the community

correction.
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
