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Influencing factors of college students’ willingness of rural entrepreneurship:

Abstract: Based on the investigation of 479 students at Northwest A & F University, we use binary Logistic regression
model to find out the factors that influence the willingness to be a rural entrepreneur among the college students. The
result shows personal characteristics, family characteristics, entrepreneurial environment perception, self-efficacy and
entrepreneurial motivation all significantly affect college students' rural entreprenecurial intention. Specifically,
entrepreneurial skills, family support, entrepreneurial education, the ability of generating new ideas and putting the ideas
into practice, as well as the achievement motivation have positive impact on the intention to be a rural entrepreneur.
However, household annual revenue has negative impact on it. Suggestion of constructing an entrepreneurship education
system that consists of both rural and urban entrepreneurship, strengthening the publicity of rural entrepreneurship policy,

and improving the entrepreneurship environment are proposed.
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
