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Mechanism of residents’ local culture identity in eco-cultural protection area:

Abstract: Based on the survey data collected from 1561 local residents of Huizhou eco-cultural protection area, this

study applied hierarchical regression method to explore the mechanism of residents’ local culture identity. The findings

showed that (1)community attachment had positively influences on cultural identity and community identity, the

influence coefficients were 0.248, 0.244 respectively, and life satisfaction moderated their relationships, the influence

coefficients were 0.156, 0.120 respectively. (2) Community identity partially mediated the relationship between

community attachment and cultural identity, the mediating effect was 0.058, and the mediating effect of community

identity was moderated by life satisfaction.
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
